To join the American Red Cross Disaster Services team, you would start first by applying to become a volunteer and get your information into our system. 

      Start by going to our website at www.redcrossbayarea.org.  Click on the “Get Involved” button.  Browse the various subcategories about volunteering.  You can register for a volunteer orientation at a site convenient to you.  At the orientation, you can submit your application and set up an interview with Volunteer Resources to help you define what role you would like to take in Red Cross and get your background check started.
      Since you are a mental health professional, you may want to check out that specific area of disaster response by starting with the “Get Trained” button and proceeding to “Volunteer Training”, Disaster Responder Training”, “Mental Health Services Professionals”.
      After completing your volunteer intake and background check, you will be referred to the Disaster Services Coordinator of Volunteers who will connect you with our Disaster Mental Health Services lead.  This would place you in a position to provide mental health services to Red Cross clients affected by a disaster.
